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@ Installation instructions

Install the provided L-shape mounting brackets to the ceiling or wall.

2. Ensure minimum clearances to combustibles will be met after installation at the intended location.

3. Complete the wiring (See detailed Wiring Diagram in next session).

4, Connect the heater with the L-shape bracket. For angled mounting, rotate the unit, and match the holes with the
bumps on the L-shape bracket, to achieve desired angled mounting. Tighten the screws with washers and nuts.

5. The heater can be mounted at 0, 23 or 45 degress. Maximum angle between the heater and horizontal surface
should be no more than 45 degree.

6. Keep the distance between the adjacent heaters minimum 4 ft (1.2m).

Standard remote control:

Button Function

Up Turn on/ off the upper heating element, located at the same side as remote
receiver and indicating light.

Max Turn on both heating elements.

Down Turn on/ off the lower heating element, located at the opposite side of
remote receiver and indicating light.

On Turn on this heater with a soft start feature.
When heater is on, the indicating light will glow red color.

Off Turn off this heater. This heater will switch to standby mode.
When heater is off, the indicating light will glow blue color.

= When use remote to control the heater, point the remote directly to the IR receiver of the heater. The remote must be
used within a maximum distance of 20 ft.

= The remote control function may be out of work if there is a barrier between the remote control and heater.

=« Use 2 pieces AAA size 1.5V batteries in the remote control. Remove the battery when not in use for a long time, so that
the lifespan of remote confrol can be extended.

= Replace the batteries when required. Push the battery cover backwards to remove the cover and get access to the
batteries. Always change the 2 batteries at the same time.

= Replace the batteries with the same specifications. Otherwise, it may cause remote confrol not work.
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@ Maintenance and cleaning instructions

= This heater is consisted of a robust and maintenance-free aluminum casing. No user serviceable parts are inside.

= Before cleaning, remove the plug from the power outlet and wait until the heater is sufficiently cooled off.

= Wipe the heater only with clean and lint-free cloth or a soft brush.

= Never use abrasive cleaners, scrubbing brushes and chemical cleaners for cleaning! Alcohol can be used fo clean the
heater.

= To protect against electrical shock and danger of life, do not immerse cord, plug, or any part of the heater in water or
other liquid.

Notes:

Turn off the heater and let it cool down to room temperature. Turn off power to heater circuit at main
disconnect panel. Ensure minimum clearances to combustibles will be met after installed at the intended
location.

If you are replacing the heating element from an elevated platform or ladder, operate with extra caution.
It's recommended to wear soft cotton gloves to replace the heating elements.

Remove the 4 screws from the side panel. Keep them aside for later.

Slide the decorative front grille out. Carefully put them aside for later.

Now the heating elements will be accessible for replacement. Slide the protection sleeves separate from each
other at both ends of heating elements, and disconnect the male and female wire connectors.

Unfold the tabs of retaining clips, and remove them from both sides.
Carefully remove the heating element, and put the new one info the unit.

Put the retaining clips back and fold the tabs to keep them in position.

. Connect the male and female connectors of wires from both ends of heating element, and slide the protection

sleeves back together.

. Slide back the decorative front grille.

. Install the side panel back using the 4 screws removed in step 4. Do NOT fully tighten the screws until all 4 screws

installed in place.

Do NOT touch the heating elements with bare hands. Wearing soft cotton gloves is highly recommended. Fingerprints
will burn into the heating element surface during use and cause premature heater failure. If the heating element is
touched by finger, or if it needs to be cleaned, carefully wipe it using rubbing alcohol or methylated spirits.
